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Growth, Weight, Feeding

A The baby is not gaining weight or is
stationary or is going down in the
curves (e.g., failure to thrive or growth
faltering)

A The infant Is not growing in stature, or
IS going down In the curves (growth
stunting)



Feeding, Growth 2

A The baby shows no maturation in
ability to feed, e.g., eats only liquid
food In second year of life

A The infant looks malnourished, too
thin. Has no interest in food



Eating, Feeding 3

A The caretaker notes the baby is not
Interested In food, has no appetite or
it Is hard to feed him or her

A The infant is too picky, finicky eater,
excessive selectivity. Food refusal or
frequent vomiting
