2. Minutes

3. Financial Report

KAIMH Treasurer Pamela Cornwell presented financial information regarding the association to the Board. A discussion was held regarding budgeting revenue and expenses from the KAIMH Spring Conference in the future.

It was moved and seconded that the financial report be accepted. MOTION CARRIED.

4. Membership Report

KAIMH Executive Director Terry Leatherman reported the current KAIMH membership roster for 2009 was at 55 members. Leatherman also reported that a PayPal electronic payment account has been established for online membership payment, and that payment option will be promoted when recruiting new memberships and renewals during May.
5. Endorsement Program

First, Endorsement Committee Chairperson Alice Eberhart-Wright reported to the Board the Endorsement Program currently has 24 applicants who have been assigned advisors to guide them through the process. There was a discussion that followed where it was decided that future advisor assignments will be proceeded by contact to determine if the advisor can accept the assignment, finalizing dates for portfolio submissions and testing during the first year of the program, and establishing monthly conference calls with Endorsement Advisors.
Executive Director Leatherman was then recognized to summarize activities to establish a reflective supervision program. Following discussion of the program, it was the Board concensus that additional Board review be performed prior to any agreements regarding the program being made.

6. Website & Brochure Development

Marketing & Outreach Committee Chairperson Suzanne Chapel-Miller shared with the Board design and content plans for the KAIMH website, which is under construction. She also shared draft material for a new association brochure and sought Board ideas regarding pictures to include in printed and electronic KAIMH publications.

7. Education Plans for 2009

Education Committee Co-Chairperson discussed with the Board education plans regarding ASQ training in Manhattan in June and DC 0 to 3 training in Kansas City in July. Education Committee Co-Chairperson Peggy Miksch also raised the involvement of KAIMH in conference plans being developed by the Kansas Early Learning Collaborative for November 12 in Salina.

8. KACCRRA Project

Board member Lana Messner reported the development of an information packet by KAIMH for use by KACCRRA has been completed.

9. ECMH Council

KAIMH President Shelley Mayse led a Board discussion regarding the leadership role KAIMH has assumed with the Early Childhood Mental Health Council.

Executive Director Leatherman reported to the Board on activities involving the Kansas Early Learning Collaborative, his efforts to establish a conference calling structure for KAIMH and advised the Board the third and final Board retreat involving the Sunflower Foundation Capacity Building Grant will be June 8 in Emporia.
